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VERBAL HARASSMENT OF CHILDREN IN THE REAL
AND VIRTUAL WORLD: EVIDENCE FROM SERBIA*

Abstract: Children belong to one of the vulnerable social groups and, because of
their age and intellectual, psychological, and emotional characteristics, they easily become
victims of various deceptions or harassment. The aim of the research presented in this
article was to examine how many children in Serbia were exposed to verbal harassment in
the real and/or virtual world, and what health consequences the victims experienced, as
well as whether they reported the harassment and to whom. Two main indicators were the
victims’ sex and age. The primary goal was to determine how widespread verbal violence
against children was and whether it was more prevalent in the real or virtual world. We
examined a total of 980 primary and secondary school students who participated in the
research — 511 (52.2%) girls and 469 (47.8%) boys - through anonymous questionnaires.
The research was conducted in five cities in Serbia: Belgrade (the capital) and four cities
from different geographical regions. It was carried out from February 2023 to April 2023.
We analyzed the answers by the sex and age of the respondents, and the results were also
assessed based on these two demographic characteristics. The data suggested that 64.6%
respondents were victims of verbal harassment in both the virtual and real world. The
research showed that more than 40% girls and more than 20% boys were victims of some
form of verbal harassment.
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INTRODUCTION

Victimization of children can be manifested in various forms, each potentially leav-
ing psychological, emotional, and even physical consequences on their development and
growth. Bullying presents one form of victimization of children. It has been defined as an
in-person relational problem between peers involving a power imbalance, leveraging size,
strength, age, and/or social status (Olweus, 2010). Related terms include peer victimization,
relational aggression, harassment, and maltreatment (Pacer’s National Bullying Prevention
Center, 2016). Scientific theory and practice categorize several types of bullying: psycho-
logical, emotional, physical, and sexual (Olweus, 2010).

Types of bullying include physical (e.g., assault, theft), verbal (e.g., threats, insults,
name-calling), social or relational (e.g., exclusion from groups, spreading rumors) and,
more recently, cyberbullying, which refers to bullying through electronic means (Willias
et al., 2017; Brunstein-Klomek, Sourander, Gould, 2010).

Psychological and emotional harassment are sometimes considered one category,
as both behaviors involve humiliation, insults, emotional neglect, and similar actions.
Victimization in childhood leaves not only immediate consequences but also long-term
psychological effects on the child’s development and later adult life, as evidenced by nu-
merous studies (Spasojevi¢ and Purdevi¢, 2024:228)

Some studies suggest that emotional harassment in childhood is becoming increas-
ingly prevalent (Swedo et al., 2023). While extensive research has explored the effects of
physical and sexual harassment, less attention has been given to the negative consequences
of verbal and emotional harassment (Hutchinson, 2008). Researchers have yet to agree on
a definition of verbal harassment (Hutchinson, 2008:19). There are several reasons for the
lack of a single definition, and also, in the absence of a precise explanation, many harmful
verbal acts remain undetected, and only the most extreme cases are examined.

A review of existing literature highlights that harassment against children by familiar
individuals results in serious and long-term negative effects. Carry and Walsh (2000) inves-
tigated child harassment perpetrated by parents and its emotional consequences, along with
subsequent behavioral problems. Vissing and associates define parental verbal aggression
as communication that aims to cause psychological pain to another person - a child, or
communication that is perceived to have that intention (1991:224). Verbal aggression refers
to a verbal act (or a nonverbal act, such as refusing to discuss an issue) that symbolically
hurts or threatens to hurt another (Straus, Sweet, 1992).

“Cyberbullying, though not uniformly defined, is described as electronic harassment
through social networks, text messages, emails, instant messaging, chat rooms, blogs, or
harmful postings on websites, including words or photographs” (Bradshaw et al., 2015).

This article, in addition to the explanation of definitions and different theoretical
approaches, was aimed at researching frequency and mode of verbal victimization among
minors. By conducting the research, we wanted to analyze verbal victimization both in the
real and virtual world, the possible role of participants’ sex in the type of harassment, as
well as symptoms of the trauma potentially felt after victimization.
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FREQUENCY AND CONSEQUENCES OF VERBAL FORM
OF ABUSE TOWARD CHILDREN - THEORETICAL
APPROACHES AND EXISTING EMPIRICAL EVIDENCE

Emotional harassment occurs when a person in authority, from a position of power or
trust, repeatedly threatens a child’s primary self-esteem verbally or nonverbally. Emotional
harassment, through verbal harassment as a form of manifestation, refers to insults, un-
founded and excessive criticism, and ridicule. Bodenmann and associates (Bodenmann et
al., 2010) conceptualize verbal aggression as a category of psychological violence, empha-
sizing that it is aggression intended to hurt another person’s feelings and cause mental pain.
Regardless of whether the term verbal aggression or emotional/psychological harassment
is used, it is important to highlight that these acts harm a child’s development and can lead
to various symptoms of trauma. Verbal aggression and its manifestations are often referred
to as bullying. Especially significant forms of peer violence at school are those which are
repeated. This form is called bullying (also known as harassment or maltreatment) (Popadic,
Plut, 2007: 310). Bullying is a type of aggressive (purposefully harmful) behavior that is
intentional, repeated, and based on a power imbalance between the aggressor and the
target (Bauman, 2013:249).

Victimization in early life is fundamentally characterized by insecurity and systematic
control, and when children are old enough to reflect on their experiences, they are often
confronted with feelings of humiliation and shame (Turner, Butler, 2003). Modern research
on bullying in the English-speaking world began with the publication of Aggression in the
Schools by Olweus (1978), which described studies on bullying and victimization conducted
in Stockholm schools during the early 1970s (Farrington, 1993: 382). A pioneering project
on the prevention of bullying was later implemented in a residential institution for young
offenders between 1979 and 1981 by McGurk and McDougall (1991). Despite the importance
of distinguishing forms of harassment, most prior research addressing sexual harassment
has combined verbal and physical sexual harassment into a single measure (AAUW, 2011;
Espelage et al., 2012). Verbal harassment is often equated with emotional harassment, as
both typically aim to humiliate or convey rejection. For adolescents, repeated peer har-
assment has been found to predict psychosomatic symptoms (Natvig et al., 2001), school
adjustment difficulties, and feelings of loneliness and worthlessness (Rusby et al., 2005).

The reality is that “words” really do hurt and can have a profound impact on children’s
development, especially when the words come in the form of verbal sexual harassment
(Rolfe & Schroeder, 2020:3463). General population epidemiological studies, with the main
purpose of obtaining reliable data on prevalence and incidence of maltreatment and neglect
of children in the past, were primarily conducted in developed countries all over the world
(the USA, Canada, Australia, Sweden). Only recently have such studies been extended to
the developing regions (Hanak et al., 2013:78). Data from the 2011 Youth Risk Behavior
Surveillance Survey indicate that female adolescents in Grades 9 through 12 experienced
a higher prevalence of verbal victimization than their male counterparts (22% vs. 18%)
(Williams et al., 2017). Similarly, cyberbullying was more frequently reported by female stu-
dents (22.1%) compared to males (10.1%). The 2005-2006 Health Behavior in School-Aged
Children Survey (n % 7,182), revealed that males were more likely to experience physical
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and verbal bullying, while females predominantly encountered relational (social) bullying
(Wang et al.,, 2009). Another study showed that males were more likely to face “all types”
of bullying, whereas females primarily experienced verbal and social harassment (Wang et
al., 2012: 521). Exposure to different forms of harassment is associated with adverse health
and psychosocial outcomes, including anxiety, depression, low self-esteem, absenteeism,
poor general health, and suicidal ideation or behaviors (Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, 2013; Overstreet et al., 2023; Rivers et al., 2009).

Childhood trauma has been linked to increased risks of depression, suicide, substance
misuse, and problematic sexual behavior, such as having multiple sexual partners (Dube
et al., 2003). Problems in both childhood and adulthood are frequently consequences of
direct trauma or exposure to violence within families or communities. Fantuzzo et al. (1991)
found that verbal conflict, when combined with physical violence, had additive effects on
pre-schoolers’ psychosocial functioning.

Bullying appears to be more prevalent among female students (Carbone-Lopez et
al., 2010; National Center for Education Statistics, 2019; Pontes et al., 2018); however,
this depends on the examined type of bullying. Female students may be more likely to
experience verbal and relational harassment such as name-calling and rumors, whereas
male students are more prone to physical threats and attacks (Carbone-Lopez et al., 2010;
National Center for Education Statistics, 2019).

Being the target of peer harassment has clear deleterious consequences. A meta-analysis
of cross-sectional studies on victimization by Hawker and Boulton (2000) revealed links
between peer victimization and depression, loneliness, poor self-concept, and anxiety. The
same evidence also points to gender differences in the form of peer harassment in elemen-
tary school-age children. Boys are more likely to experience physical forms of harassment,
whereas covert forms (e.g., social exclusion, manipulation of peer acceptance) and verbal
forms of peer harassment are more common for girls (Rusby et al., 2005:456).

A questionnaire study of 26,228 schoolchildren of grades 3 through 8 in 50 primary
schools across Serbia, conducted in spring 2006, indicates that in a three-month period,
65.3% schoolchildren stated that they experienced some form of peer violence (the per-
centage varies by school, between 48% and 80%) (Popadi¢ & Plut, 2007). Several studies
provide direct theoretical and empirical support for the idea that violent experiences in
early life could contribute to poor mental health in adulthood by undermining important
psychosocial resources (Figueredo & Koss, 1995:1240). The most frequent forms of violence
at school were insulting and mocking (36% respondents), followed by threats of physical
violence (21.3%), and destruction of personal effects (9.5%) (Popadi¢ & Plut, 2007: 313). The
hegemonic masculinity perspective explains that boys are taught to be tough, aggressive, and
dominant, which emphasizes and rewards aggression toward others — primarily females
and boys perceived as less masculine than the norm (Rolfe & Schroeder, 2020: 3465). Some
studies show that girls are victimized more often than boys (AAUW, 2011; Fineran & Bennett,
1999). Additionally, the research by Espelage and associates indicates that typically females
are the victims, while males are the perpetrators (Espelage et al., 2012). If we speak about
sex or gender impact on the type and frequency of abusing, the fact is that “theorists such as
Von Hentig, Mendelsohn, and Amir, in the early scientific work in the area of victimology
had often blamed (female) victims for their victimization” (Jankovié, 2022:92).
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Verbal aggression among young people, particularly by their peers, is increasing-
ly prevalent in the so-called virtual world. Cyberbullying is bullying perpetrated using
digital technology. Regardless of the virtual nature of these relationships, verbal violence
expressed in cyberspace can also have severe consequences on the victim’s self-esteem and
psychological and emotional stability. In practice, several suicide attempts among children
and youth have been recorded as a direct result of suffering this type of violence (Putnik
etal., 2013: 295).

A particularly vulnerable category of Internet users consists of children, adolescents,
and students, who often become victims of bullies in cyberspace (Putnik et al., 2013: 295).
Digital harassment refers to a range of harmful behaviors experienced online, particularly
on social networks, no matter whether this occurs via cell phones or other electronic com-
munication devices. These online behaviors include offensive comments and name-calling,
targeted harassment, verbal harassment, and threats, as well as sexual, sexuality and gen-
der-based harassment (Powell et al., 2020:200).

Most bullies in the cyber world (84%) know the identity of their victim, while only
30% victims can identify the bully (Ybarra & Mitchel, 2004). Many victims of digital har-
assment will experience harm as a result of their experiences, where ‘harn’ is defined as
significant emotional distress or physical injury or impairment (Powell et al., 2020: 201).

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The aim of our research was to examine to what extent the school children were ex-
posed to verbal harassment in the real and/or virtual world, whether they were victimized
by known or unknown persons. Also, we wanted to analyze if minors’ sex had impact on
frequency and mode of verbal harassment. The research was conducted in five cities in
Serbia - Belgrade (the capital), and four cities in different geographical regions: Panéevo
and Indija (Vojvodina), Zajecar (East Serbia), and Trstenik (Central Serbia). With the
approval of school administrations, the research involved one primary and one secondary
school in each city, a total of five primary and five secondary schools, and was conducted
between February 2023 and April 2023.

A total of 980 primary and secondary school students participated in the research - 511
girls (52.2%) and 469 boys (47.8%). The respondents belonged to two age groups: children
aged 13-15 (primary school students) and those aged 16-18 (secondary school students).
A total of 360 school children were surveyed in Belgrade, while 620 were surveyed in other
cities selected for the research (90 from Pancevo, 120 from Indija, 185 from Trstenik, and
225 from Zajecar). Of these, 397 participants were from primary schools, and 583 were
from secondary schools. Table 1 shows the structure of the respondents by sex and age.

The study was conducted across five cities to gain insight into the prevalence of ver-
bal harassment and the number of victimized children across Serbia. This was based on a
defined sample of cities, each of them from one region of Serbia, the number of primary
and secondary schools (one primary and one secondary school in each city), and the age
of the children participating in the research. We chose to research victimization among
children in higher grades.
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The aim of the research was to determine how many children were exposed to verbal
harassment in the real world, virtual world, or both, and to explore health consequences
experienced by the victims. Also, we wanted to analyze if the participants’ sex had impact
on the mode and frequency of verbal harassment. The responses were analyzed by gender
and age, enabling further examination of these two demographic characteristics.

The main research questions we sought to address were:

1. To what extent are school children exposed to verbal harassment in the real and
virtual world?

2. How many respondents have experienced this type of harassment both in real life
and on social media?

3. Did the victims experience any health or psychological consequences, and if so,
what were they?

4. Were the perpetrators known or unknown individuals?

The specific research questions we sought to examine were:

1. Is there a connection between the causes of verbal aggression in the real and virtual
world (e.g., do certain groups or individuals exhibit victimogenic predispositions based
on their age or sex)?

2. Is there sex and gender stereotyping in forms of verbal aggression?

The basic hypotheses were:

o A significant percentage of school children, both in primary and secondary schools,

are victims of verbal harassment, primarily in the school environment and cyberspace

« Victims experience significant psychological consequences as a result of such

harassment.

« Victims often do not report about verbal harassment they were exposed to.

The respondents completed anonymous online questionnaires consisting of both
open- and closed-ended questions. Google Forms was used for designing the question-
naire and collecting the responses. Online questionnaires were sent to the children via a
link shared through their emails. In each school, specific grades and classes were selected
for participation, ensuring a balance in the number of boys and girls. The construction
of the questionnaire and its content validation were based on the analysis of the results
of previous research, and some of them are presented in this paper, and by the concept of
the scope of research.

The closed-ended questions provided predefined answers and focused on the fac-
tors such as gender, the school attended, whether the respondents had profiles on social
networks, and whether they had been victims of verbal harassment in the real or virtual
world. Some questions included options to indicate whether the perpetrator was known
or unknown and whether the victim had experienced any consequences. For instance, the
question “What kind of consequences did you experience?” offered answers such as anxiety,
sleep disorders, eating disorders, or anger, along with the option for the respondents to
write about their own experiences.

The open-ended questions included: “Did you report verbal harassment, and to
whom?”; “Why didn’t you report the verbal harassment you experienced?” and “What

types of offensive and/or threatening messages did you receive?” If the harassment was
caused by a known person, the respondents were asked to explain who the perpetrator was.

The quantitative analysis was performed on all questionnaire data to determine the
number of victims by gender and age, the frequency of harassment by location (real or virtual
world), the number of victims who experienced psychosocial consequences or trauma, and
the number of cases reported to someone. The qualitative analysis focused on responses
to open-ended questions, aiming to understand the content of offensive or threatening
messages and the reasons why victims did not report verbal harassment.

After analyzing all the responses provided by the participants, the synthesis of
qualitative data identified the main and most frequent offensive or threatening messages.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

All answers from the questionnaires are presented quantitatively in the tables below.
We analyzed all collected data using basic inferential statistical methods and descriptive
statistics. Sex and gender were presented on a nominal scale, while a ratio scale was used
for the students’ responses. Each table includes results broken down by sex, as well as the
overall totals by sex.

Of all the participants, 96% girls and 80.5% boys have profiles on some social network.
Among the female participants, 192 aged 13-15 and 176 aged 16-18 have profiles; among
the male participants, 298 aged 13-15 and 201 aged 16-18 have profiles. Most of them have
profiles on several social networks: 76.5% use both Instagram and Facebook, 14% use
TikTok in addition to these two, and only 9.5% have profiles on just one social network.

Table 2 shows the answers to the question “Have you ever been a victim of verbal
harassment in the real or virtual world?”

The data in Table 2 show that 42.1% female students were victims of verbal harass-
ment in the real or virtual world, while 22.5% male students were victimized. Of all the
female students, 47 (9.4%) were victims of verbal harassment only in the real world, and
69 (13.52%) were victims only in the virtual world. Among the male students, 33 (7%)
experienced verbal harassment in the real world, and 52 (11%) only in the virtual world.

The quantitative research data reveal that over 40% female respondents and over
20% male respondents experienced some form of verbal aggression. Verbal violence was
manifested primarily as insults and humiliation, with the female students experiencing a
higher prevalence of inappropriate messages with sexual content. A negligible number of
the female respondents were victims of threats, whereas the opposite was true for male
respondents.

The open-ended questions allowed the respondents to describe the type of verbal
violence they experienced, explain whether they knew the cause, and identify the perpe-
trators. By analyzing the given answers, we obtained a qualitative overview of the forms of
verbal violence, their causes, and the most common perpetrators. We analyzed all answers
in relation to the respondents’ age (13-15 years old - elementary school students and 16-18
years old - high school students), as well as the students’ sex, to see if there was a gender
perspective in certain types of bullying. All answers provided by the students to the question
“What kind of verbal aggression have you experienced?” were divided into three categories:
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a) “Insults” and “Humiliation” (insults, provocation, teasing based on physical ap-
pearance, grades, or socio-economic status, threats because of different sub-groups they
belong to, sports club affiliations, or being seen as the “favorite” by teachers);

b) “Inappropriate compliments” (messages with sexual connotations based on the
student’s physical appearance);

c) “Threats” (threats and blackmail due to jealousy, students” opinions, ethnicity, or
assumed sexual orientation).

Answers to the question of whether children were victims in the real or virtual world,
or in both, as well as the type of verbal harassment they experienced, analyzed by sex and
age, are shown in Table 3. These data indicate that female children were mostly victims of
insults, humiliation, and inappropriate compliments. Insults and humiliation were experi-
enced by 5.2% female students in both real and virtual world, while 21.9% female students
received inappropriate compliments. The data regarding the male students show that 22.4%
of them were victims of verbal harassment, and that 22% experienced it in both real life
and cyberspace. Insults and humiliation were experienced by 15.2% male students, while
7.7% male students were victims of threats in both real and virtual environment.

The data also show that among the male students, only 4 experienced harassment by
receiving inappropriate compliments (messages with sexual connotations), and all these
messages were sent in cyberspace. The female students were mostly victims of inappro-
priate compliments and messages with sexual connotations, both in the real and virtual
world (42.1%).

In Table 4, the results are presented regarding whether the respondents who were
victimized felt any psychological consequences due to harassment. Besides the number of
victims who experienced some consequences, Table 4 shows the specific types of disorders
they had. Of all the respondents, 86.5% female students, and 54.3% male students felt some
consequences due to verbal harassment. Most of them reported anxiety, depression, and
sleep disorders. Among the female students, 61 had multiple disorders: 29.2% experienced
anxiety, depression, and sleep disorders, while 12.7% reported anxiety and eating disorders.
Only 12 male students (21.1%) experienced multiple disorders, including anger and sleep
disorders.

Tables 5, 6, 7 and 8 show data indicating that most of the offenders were individuals
known to the respondents - 83 in the real world and 42 in the virtual world (female students’
responses), and 44 in the real and virtual world, respectively (male students’ responses). By
“unknown individuals,” the respondents referred to the profiles on social networks of the
persons they did not know personally. The data show that only 27.11% female victims and
17.21% male victims reported the harassment they were exposed to. None of them reported
it to the police, and most of them told their friends or parents about their experience. Only
6 of the 60 respondents who were victimized reported it to the school staff. The data show
that only 27.11% female respondents and 17.21% male respondents reported the verbal
harassment they experienced. Most of them (both boys and girls) told their friends about
the incidents, while none of the respondents reported the victimization to the police. These
data indicate that children feel the need and trust to speak about their problems primarily
with friends, followed by parents, or the school staff.
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The research shows - in line with the presented theoretical framework and previous
research - that verbal harassment is not, as some authors defined it, a “low level of violence.”
It is frequent, especially towards females, and can have serious psychological consequences
for victims. The types and content of the messages children received indicate that perpetra-
tors primarily employ verbal harassment based on a person’s physical appearance. The data
also reveal that children are most commonly victims of verbal harassment by well-known
individuals, mostly parents or peers from school. It is concerning that not many victims
report their experiences, and that, based on the responses we received, they have the least
trust in the police and school staff. The higher number of offenders in the virtual world
compared to the real world suggests that cyberspace, with its characteristics (anonymity, the
ability to create fake profiles), allows bullies to express their violent thoughts and reactions
without fear of being discovered. However, it is important to note that even though bullying
occurs in cyberspace, the victims are real individuals. Due to verbal harassment, many
respondents experienced some form of disorder, and some even suffered both psycholog-
ical and physical consequences. This also proves that verbal harassment is a grave type of
victimization. The results show that female students are at a greater risk of being victims
of verbal violence in both real and virtual world, and that they suffer more frequently from
some form of traumatic consequence. Unfortunately, the research indicates that victims
most often do not report these incidents, especially not to the school staff or the police.
With the collected data, we aimed to underline the seriousness of this phenomenon, the
consequences that may arise, and to advocate for both better education and prevention, as
well as potential stricter punishments for abusers.
